The International Organization for Migration (IOM), Mission in Ukraine, presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Social Policy, Family and Unity of Ukraine and you personally and has the honour to address you as follows.

On 2 December 2025, the International Organization for Migration (IOM) Mission in Ukraine, jointly with the Ministry
of Social Policy, Family and Unity of Ukraine, the National Social Service of Ukraine, the National Police of Ukraine, and
the All-Ukrainian Coalition of Non-Governmental Organizations on Countering Human Trafficking, with the financial
support of the Government of Sweden, launched the nationwide information campaign «<SOUNDS FAMILIAR?».

The campaign aims on countering human trafficking and raising awareness on available services for survivors of
trafficking and exploitation, as well as to promote the National Counter-Trafficking and Migrant Advice Hotline 527
and the thematic website www.stoptrafficking.org. To date, the campaign has reached more than 14 million people.

During December 2025 — January 2026, the campaign materials were disseminated through the following channels:
rotation of the campaign video on leading national television channels in Ukraine (1+1 Ukraine, TET, 2+2); a special
interview on the TV program “Snidanok with 1+1”; outdoor advertising (billboards and city lights); placement of
posters in public transport, at railway stations, on Intercity trains, in the Kyiv and Kharkiv metro systems, and at border
crossing points; a digital campaign on Facebook, YouTube, and Instagram; and distribution of leaflets during
information and awareness-raising events organized by partner NGOs. Moreover, the campaign is being implemented
at the regional level in partnership with local authorities and oblast state administrations. Public events are being held
in various cities across Ukraine to mark the opening of the interactive installation «The Room Where Exploitation
Lives», accompanied by coverage in local media and participation in guest studio programs at the regional level.
Following its launch in Kyiv, the installation has already been exhibited in Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk, Ternopil, Vinnytsia,
Cherkasy, Poltava, and Kharkiv, and will next travel to Dnipro, Kropyvnytskyi, and Odesa.

Given the scale and social significance of the campaign, we kindly request consideration of its further support, in
particular by facilitating the free-of-charge placement of the campaign’s social video on television, on Intercity trains,
in premises of Administrative Service Centers, and in other public spaces where this would be appropriate to ensure
maximum outreach to vulnerable people. The video has the status of social advertising and is aimed at informing
Ukrainians on the risks of trafficking in human beings, indicators of exploitation, and available assistance.

Key Visuals and Concept

The campaign key visual depicts ordinary people
walking through everyday life: at work, on the street,
or on the way home etc. At first glance, nothing seems
unusual. But short messages like “Documents taken
and threats made,” “Unpaid for work,” or “Forced into
sex” reveal that these familiar stories may hide
experiences of exploitation. The visual invites viewers
to ask themselves a question “Does this look familiar
to me?”, prompting reflection and self-recognition
among those who may have faced similar situations.
The overall tone is restrained and empathetic,
focusing on awareness and the importance of seeking
help after human trafficking or exploitation
experience through the National Toll-Free Counter-
Trafficking and Migrant Advice Hotline 527 or
www.stoptrafficking.org.

The installation “THE ROOM WHERE EXPLOITATION LIVES”

The installation “The Room Where Exploitation Lives” placed at Kyiv railway station, December 2025

A thematic interactive installation “The Room Where Exploitation Lives” is presented as a minimalist composition
combining a lighthouse and a mirror cube. At first, the viewer sees only their reflection in the Gesell mirror facing
outward. After entering the number “527” on the lighthouse panel, the cube lights up with a glow, and the mirror
becomes transparent — revealing a hidden reality: objects symbolizing labour exploitation, such as a mattress, a fake
contract, a suitcase, broken tools, a sign reading “Don’t ask any questions,” and a switched-off phone. After that, on a
tablet built into the cube, the visitor can explore descriptions of each object and activate additional lighting for them
using corresponding buttons.

This transformation — from darkness to light — mirrors the moment of awareness when a person identifies signs of
exploitation and seeks help. The installation will travel through 10 cities across Ukraine, staying 1-2 weeks in each
location. The installation will be placed primarily at railway stations, administrative service centers, city malls in each
city to ensure high public visibility and access to diverse audiences.
